Encouragement—The word I'm encouraged I'm ready to bondage.” Lord forever. Therefore

sounds familiar enough. We
all use it and understand it,
probably so well we no longer
think about it. | think it's
important enough for a closer
look. You be the judge.

Take the wordencouragement
apart and you'll see that to
encourage a person is not just
to make them generally feel
better.  Just like to enrich
someone is not just to make
them richer. To encourage a
person is to give them more

courage. This fits the
dictionary definition.
Encourage: to inspire with
courage, spirit or hope; to
hearten; to spur on or
stimulate.

Courage: mental or moral

strength to venture, persevere
and withstand danger, fear or
difficulty.

If you think encouragement is
a minor, trivial sort of thing,
consider this: When I'm trying
something new, an encourag-
ing comment may be just what
| need to help me try harder
and succeed, rather than giving
up because I'm discouraged.
Also, think about discourage-
ment for a minute. When I'm
discouraged, everything seems
too hard and I'm ready to give
up before | start. Encourage-
ment is the opposite. When

take on the task before me,
even if | know it will be
difficult.

Encouragement is also noted to
be a spiritual gift (see Rom
12:8). | think it's safe to
assume that the Spirit doesn’t
give trivial gifts, so encourage-
ment is important.

Let's look at some places
where encouragement shows
up in scripture.

2 Thessalonians 2:16-1May
our Lord Jesus Christ himself
and God our Father, who
loved us and by his grace gave
us eternal encouragement and
good hope, encourage your
hearts and strengthen you in
every good deed and word.

2 Timothy 4:2 Preach the
Word; be prepared in season
and out of season; correct,
rebuke and encourage — with
great patience and careful
instruction.

To get a better handle on
encouragement, let's also look
at the opposite in scripture.
Moses told the Israelites a list
of amazing promises from
God, but they didn't listen.
The reason was they were
discouraged. _Exodus &:9
“Moses reported this to the
Israelites, but they did not
listen to him because of their
discouragement and cruel

Later, when the Jews had
returned to Jerusalem and were
rebuilding the temple we have
Ezra 4:4 “Then the peoples
around them set out to
discourage the people of Judah
and make them afraid to go on
building.” Discouragement is
related to being afraid.
Scripture even suggests a way
to avoid discouragement in
Hebrews 12:3 “Consider him
who endured such opposition
from sinful men, so that you
will not grow weary and lose
heart.” The writer tells us we
must think about (consider)
Christ so that we will not “lose
heart” (become discouraged).
Finally, here are several verses
that show us clearly that,
whether encouragement is our
git or not, we are to
encourage each other. We
should be like Barnabas, the
“son of encouragement.”

1 Thessalonians 4:16-18or
the Lord himself will come
down from heaven, with a loud
command, with the voice of the
archangel and with the trum-
pet call of God, and the dead
in Christ will rise first. After
that, we who are still alive and
are left will be caught up
together with them in the
clouds to meet the Lord in the
air.
